nary Arts degree at the Red Car-
pet Hotel and Culinary Academy
are options for training to in culi-
nary arts (that is, to become a
chef). However, a hotel manage-
ment degree could also lead to
working as a chef, while also
keeping open the option of taking
up jobs in front office or house-
keeping. Your sister could do a ho-
tel management degree first and

then take up a post graduate pro-
gramme in culinary arts at Oberoi
Centre for learning & Develop-
ment, New Delhi or Academy of
Culinary Education Goa, for exam-
ple. Both hotel management and
culinary arts offer good prospects.
Examples are indicative.

You can definitely work in the ad-
vertising and media sector after
MBA in marketing. It could be in
market research, in an advertising
agency (account management, ac-
count planning, media planning)
or in a media company in market-
ing, brand management, and any-
thing else to do with business de-
velopment. You don't need to pur-
sue any diploma in advertising
and media for this purpose. Hence,
you don't need to search for insti-
tutions for such courses.

tudents pursuing higher technical and
non-technical education have to keep
themselves abreast with the latest devel-
opments in technology. Along with
changes in curriculum, newer pro-

grammes and courses are being introduced regu-
larly. These courses are tailor-made to fit the in-
dustry's requirements. 

DIGITAL MARKETING 
Digital marketing is touted as the next big thing in
the advertising space. As digital marketing is
growing in popularity, experts in the field sense a
huge crunch for trained people. Sudhir Mantena of
the Hyderabad-based NyooMedia, says, "We had a
tough time finding talented, skilled and trained
professionals to handle media campaigns for cus-
tomers. Eventually, we had to train our new hires
on all the basics of the business. We realized that
this was a challenge faced by many other adver-
tising agencies, internet companies and brands." 

Mantena adds that the digital media spend in

India is about Rs 800 crore and is expected to
reach Rs 4,500 crore by 2015. NyooMedia there-
fore started a course in Digital Marketing, which
will commence shortly with its first batch of stu-
dents. The students will undergo a screening test
to gauge their reading, writing and analytical
skills. The course is a part-time programme and
includes a 60-hour training staggered over two
days a week for two months. Students will be
trained in search engine optimization, search en-

gine marketing, social media marketing, display
and mobile advertising and email marketing. They
will be taught to design, create, execute and opti-
mize digital media campaigns. The program will
have hands-on projects and live customer cam-
paign management training.  

MOBILE APPLICATIONS
The operating systems (OSes) of the phones are in
great demand, as the technology is upgraded
every few months. The highly improvised user in-
teractive software is pitched in the market almost
everyday. Top mobile service providers outsource
their mobile applications to firms for developing.
Hence, the mobile app development market is
abuzz with the latest technologies and interesting
features for users. The various OSes have hubs for
application developers where they can upload
their applications. For instance, developers can
upload their apps to the Android OS market. The
firm Primebit Soft Solutions Pvt Ltd is one such
firm that claims to have trained over 300 students
in the last three years, and it offers courses in mo-
bile apps development, training and outsourcing.
The company trains students and later provides
placements in various corporate firms. They dura-
tion of the course is from two to six months and
the fees range from Rs 30, 000 to Rs. 45,000. 

INTERNSHIP PROGRAM
Yet another company which offers internship to
students in their areas of specialization is Extentia
Information Technology. Extentia organizes an in-
ternship programme called The Connect. It is a
global internship program that encourages partici-
pation of senior students from the universities
worldwide. It offers students both valuable know-
how and hands-on project experience. Individuals
join Extentia as interns for business support, com-
puter engineering, HR, design and marketing. 

During the programme, students get the oppor-

tunity to live and work with professionals for
up to six months. They experience first-hand
how to build professional relationships in an
open business environment and gain
knowhow in delivering technology-driven so-
lutions and strategies. Monthly stipends are
provided to the interns depending on the
tenure of their internship. During the intern-
ship (lasting from three to six months), stu-

dents are also assigned an adviser, whom they
report to on a regular basis and receive re-
views on their work. The new job avenues
ushered in by the smart course and internship
is well received by the student community
who want things to happen beyond the walls
of their classroom.

Being dis-
ciplined and self-motivated is
very important.A A great anima-
tion artist is versatile, adapt-
able, sticks to deadlines, knows
how to work in a team and has
good knowledge of the comic
nature of cartoons. Having an
eye for details is of utmost
importance.

Technically, a good animator
must be well-versed with
drawing sty les, animation
techniques, 2D and 3D anima-
tion, design and layout, creat-
ing different moods and feel-
ings in characters , skill to
properly move the characters
and animation software
applications.

Remuneration
To start with a good animator
can possibly draw a salary
anything between 1.2 Lacs to
1.5 Lacs annually in gaming
industry.This figure will shoot
up with experience and
expertise.
